Please ask for the sacrament the weekend before a medical procedure.
For children under seven, they should be baptized and the special
blessing for sick children is administered. Viaticum is the sacrament of
the dying and, if possible, Holy Communion in this form should be
offered to them often.

Please contact a clergyman when someone has died so that he may
assist the family in their grief. Remember, anyone can baptize in danger
of death.
